Dear Potential State DARE Representative,

Hello, my name is Alex Harvey. I’m the State DARE Youth Representative. As the State Representative it’s my responsibility to initiate national programs on the state level. I’ve found it to be very difficult to have an affect on the state level when I can only reasonably travel within a couple hours of where I live. Therefore the State DARE Association has decided to create a Youth Advisory Board.
The Youth Advisory Board (YAB) will be a group of high school students, one from each region of the state. They will be responsible for coordinating with their region’s DARE officers to speak at DARE Graduations and implement national programs in their communities. An example of a national program is a Peer Plus Program. A Peer Plus Program is a kind of after school program. It could be anything from a homework club to an open gym. The Peer Plus Program is just one example of a national program. As a Youth Advisory Board we would evaluate and choose which programs we would like to initiate. 

There will be a leading State DARE Representative chosen from among the YAB. That person will be sent to the National DARE Conference, all expenses paid, at the DEA/FBI Headquarters in Quantico, VA. Their senior year, they will also be eligible for a $20,000 scholarship.
The YAB would meet quarterly at the same time as the adult State DARE Board. That would make transportation more convenient because the adult officer and the YAB member could carpool together. Meetings are normally held quarterly in Stevens Point. Other than that there is a conference in the summer that will be held in Green Bay this year. The fist YAB face to face meeting will be March 4th at the first quarterly meeting of the year.
So now that you know what the YAB is and what we will be doing, I’ll tell you how to complete the application. The purpose of the application is to ensure that you’ll be up to the job of being a DARE Youth Representative. Please complete the first three pages yourself. Have two teachers fill out the teacher evaluations and seal them in an envelope. Then return the entire application to your school office BY FEBRUARY 18TH when a DARE Officer will pick it up.
